	Fees
	To be paid on the Monday for the week ahead or on a monthly basis.
	We try and operate a ‘cashless’ nursery, so prefer fees to be paid via bank transfer where possible. If this is not possible, money can be included in an envelope with your child’s name clearly displayed and handed into our Office.

	School Fund Contribution
	We ask parents to contribute £2 per week, to be paid each half term.
	Bank transfer or we can provide you with an envelope!

	Coats, scarfs/hats etc. should be named as used by your child.
